OVERVIEW

The Greyville Methodist Outreach Programme demonstrates the
compassion of Christ to a needy world through the propagation of the gospel
by means of teaching, counseling and practical and spiritual care.

OBJECTS OF THE ENTITY

The entity was founded on the following principles:

The belief in the “Christian Faith”.

The complete independence without affiliation or subscription to any
political persuasion or any particular cultural or social view beyond the
scope of its stated Christian convictions.

The recognition of the equal and universal standing of mankind before
God in Christ, irrespective of race, nationality, tribe, tongue, colour or
gender.

An objective of the entity shall be to encourage the propagation of the
gospel through teaching, and to provide a non-denominational and no-
profit orientated basis counseling, practical and spiritual care and
support, serving the needs of individuals and like-minded
organizations in the community in Kwa Zulu Natal, so that they are
being built up and supported in taking up the vision for the lost.

An objective of the entity shall be to receive, to collect and appeal for
monies and to accept contributions in money or otherwise, whether by
way of donation or otherwise.

An objective of the entity shall be to create comprehensive life skills
and entrepreneurship training and a support facility for capacity
building, development of human potential and achievement of
individual prosperity. Furthermore to meet the physical and emotional
daily needs of disadvantaged people in the community by:

Providing for training of unemployed persons with the purpose of
enabling them to obtain employment;

Providing other support and encouragement (i.e. mentoring and other
hands-on-support) for the creation and maintenance of businesses;
Promoting self-reliance, capacity building and sustainability;

Providing food and clothing to the homeless and disadvantaged;
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An objective of the entity shall be to provide assistance to
disadvantaged persons, by providing shelter for the homeless on a
limited basis.

3. MANAGEMENT OF FUNDS

All funds will be credited into a banking account named MCOSA Trinity La Lucia
and will be administered under the stewardship committee of Trinity Methodist La
Lucia . The allocation of funds to the named projects in this document will be
administered by a sub committee which is made up of four members, namely
Karen van den Bergh, Cecil van den Bergh, Jenny Yates and Peter Hall.

The committee shall cause proper books of account to be kept and annual
financial statements will be prepared by a suitable qualified person.

The church that is utilized for this ministry is situated in Greyville and has been given
up for use under the care of Cecil van den Bergh who oversees the operation.

During 2005 extensive maintenance and clean ups were undertaken to render the
building safe and habitable. There are seven homeless people living at the church at
present that assist with the day to day running, cleaning and ongoing repairs of the
church.

EXISTING FACILITIES AND ACTIVITIES

These individuals under the guidance of Cecil cater for the following needs of the
immediate community and the point.
- A daily lunch program (60-100 people daily).
Food distribution to other shelters (when there is a surplus)
Food distribution to people who are homeless and on the streets
Distribution of clothing, blankets and toiletries
Provision of transportation to hospitals and clinics.
Hospital visitations and handouts of essential needs i.e. toiletries and food
On Thursday evenings a time of worship is held and a Children’s ministry.
Volunteers collect the children and then drop them off in the Durban centre. A
“Sunday school” programme for youngsters is also held on Thursday
evenings.
We run Art classes twice a month on Saturdays for the children. Volunteers
collect the children and then drop them off in the Durban centre.
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PLANNED ACTIVITIES AND INITIATIVES
Sanitary ware, geezer and other items for the planned ablution block will be
purchased and building proper will commence as soon as possible.
Plans are under way to start an extra late afternoon/evening, “The Lords
Coffee House”, where we will supply a shower, clean clothes, a cup of
coffee/tea or soup and have a time of spiritual upliffment on a one to one
basis.
A support function for aids counselling.
A Citizens Advice Bureau where people can be helped with social grants and
Identity applications etc.
Visitations to hospitals, homes and shelters.
Sunday evening services and Sunday school for the children. It is our hope
that the local congregation will join.
Spiritual Upliftment and Formation will take the form of, Alpha, The Father
Heart of God, Experiencing God, Mission Leaders Weekend, Pilgrimage of
Pain and Hope and Celebration & Worship and Team building.
Programme of Restoration where people are renewed, rebuilt and returned as
functioning members of society.
We plan to involve the local congregation with all of the above.
